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2009 MEMBERSHIP DUES 
As with all organizations, the start ofa new year means membership dues are now payable. Dues remain 

at $5 a person. Although it has been suggested that we raise the dues, the board still is reluctant to do so, 
wanting to be able to give everybody the opportunity to join us in our efforts to persevere our rich heritage 
for future generations. 

We have an operating budget ofapproximately $10,000, which covers the cost ofmaintaining the museum 
and the insurances, heat bill, electric, water and sewer and all the rest ofrelated costs. We attempt each year 
to have fundraisers and sell items to cover that cost to allow our membership dues to remain low. We hope 
to do that again in 2009. 

We were successful in 2008 by having enough fundraisers to realize a profit ofmore than $3,000, but we 
know last year was an exception because oftbe Sesquicentennial. However, we are confident that we can 
continue our success and not raise our dues. Your dues playa dual role. First, it helps offset the cost ofthe 
newsletter, but secondly and perhaps just as important it shows the support the society has from the 
community. This is vital when we apply for grants or other financial support as it means we are doing 
something to benefit the community, not just for the group ofus who enjoy the history. Please remember 
that when you consider whether to renew your dues. Thanks in advance for your support - both monetary 
and in your time and talent. Each year, we continue to grow with new members and many are becoming 
more active. We appreciate the new members and the old!

We have an inventory ofmany different items - all related to our history in some way. In addition to the 
newest picture (described on page 3), we have three new items from 2008. The first is our sesquicentennial 
book at $5 and the second is a new T-shirt featuring all different phrases or places related to Conneaut 
Lake's history (such as the Light House, the "mupheres" and others, all unique to our area, for $15. The 
third is a booklet about the Erie Feeder Canal and is a copy ofthe program presented by John Dearing.
